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House Rules for the Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Halifax Lottery Draw for Air Canada 
Airfare for Two to any Air Canada scheduled destination in North America including Hawaii, 

Mexico and the Caribbean 

 

1. The prize is TWO ECONOMY CLASS TICKETS valid for travel to any Air Canada scheduled 
destination in North America including Hawaii, Mexico and the Caribbean. Tickets will be 
valid until May 25, 2021 and subject to certain conditions including travel restriction periods, 
as determined by Air Canada. 

2. Physical and digital tickets will be sold.  
3. ExperienceFunding will provide a web-based software (the “Services”) that will allow Big 

Brothers Big Sisters to sell e-tickets through a method of credit card payment. 
4. At the End Date of each online raffle, ExperienceFunding’s software will allow Big Brothers 

Big Sisters of Greater Halifax to login to the online raffle and download a CSV file. This CSV 
file will have all required ticket data that is specified by Service Nova Scotia’s Alcohol & 
Gaming division. This will allow for the printing of the online tickets, which will be placed in 
the same container as the physically sold tickets. E-tickets and physical tickets will be 
uniform as they will be printed from the same PDF ticket form.  

5. The Draw shall take place at Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Halifax, 86 Ochterloney St, 
Dartmouth, NS on May 25, 2020 at approximately 12:00 pm. The draw will take place in 
front of a minimum of three independent witnesses. The draw will be managed and 
supervised at all times by the Licensee. The draw will be executed by removing a single ticket 
stub from a sealed container that contains all of the sold ticket stubs. The stub removed shall 
be for the prize. 

6. The Announcement will be immediate and in front of the audience gathered. The 
announcement will declare the names on the winning tickets. The Licensee will contact the 
individual concerned via telephone and email within 24 hours of the draw to notify them of 
the status of their winning ticket. 

7. A winner does not have to be present at the time of the May 25, 2020 draw to qualify for the 
prize.  

8. The Winners agree to grant to Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Halifax the right to publish, 
through all types of media broadcasting, including the internet, for the purposes of 
promoting the win, their full name, hometown and photograph without any claim for 
broadcasting, printing or other rights. The Winners shall not be compensated for such 
participation. The Winners agree to have no claim against Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater 
Halifax for invasion of privacy or any other ground(s) by reason of the publication or 
broadcasting of their name, hometown or photograph or information voluntarily provided. 

9. Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Halifax has placed no additional restrictions on who may 
purchase tickets. Sponsors, donors, volunteers, members and staff of Big Brothers Big Sisters 
of Greater Halifax will be permitted to purchase. 

10. All prizes are to be accepted as awarded. The Prizes are NOT transferable, non-refundable 
and have no convertible cash value.  

11. The individual booking the flight must be at least 18 years of age.  
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12. All prizes are to be collected in person by the winners from the office of Big Brothers Big 
Sisters of Greater Halifax at 86 Ochterloney St, Dartmouth, NS. A winner residing outside of 
Nova Scotia may request delivery of their prize by Canada Post.  

13. The Proceeds of the Lottery shall accrue to Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Halifax, a not-
for profit, registered Canadian Charity. Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Halifax shall utilize 
the funds to support its budget and mandate to provide quality mentoring programs for 
young people.  

14. The Geographic location of the Lottery is the Province of Nova Scotia and no tickets will be 
offered for sale outside of Nova Scotia. Non-residents of Nova Scotia who are visiting Nova 
Scotia, are permitted to purchase tickets in person. 

15. The last date and time for qualifying tickets sales shall be on May 19th, 2020, 12:00 PM. If by 
this date a minimum of two hundred tickets is not sold, the Licensee will either request a 
draw date extension from the Nova Scotia Alcohol and Gaming Division, or cancel the draw. 

16. A Second Draw for a winner will be conducted 90 days after the initial winning draw if the 
winner for the first draw cannot be located and the prize is unclaimed. If necessary, the 
second draw will take place at Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Halifax. This requirement 
will be printed on the ticket.
